These service industries include transportation
services, such as airlines, cruise ships and taxicabs; hospitality services, such as accommodations,
including hotels and resorts; and entertainment, such as amusement parks, casinos, shopping malls,
music and theatres.

In 1994, the United Nations classified three forms of tourism in its Recommendations on
Tourism Statistics:
